Deleted Messages

Deleted Messages is a performance for six performers and one track keeper. As in quarantine, the number of spectators allowed to enter varies according to the size of the room – one person per three square meters of floor space. As the performance progresses the space transforms - the floor gets torn apart, fences thrown around and chairs moved for convenience sake. The performers interact among the overcrowding audience following the rules of a "socio-evolutionary" game of exchange or survival of five choreographic elements each performer has at any given moment. A video screen addresses the issue of epidemic and quarantine, another screen is tracking in real-time the motion of the crowd. The audience is invited to interact, not through hard intervention, but rather through soft shifts in movement and displacements of points of action and speech in the large space. The performance space offers no hard rules for the audience, making all rules of conduct self-construed: sit, walk around, take a photo with your mobile phone, get closer to a performer engaged in movement or watch your actions reflected in the shifts in the performance.
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
